Purpose and Intent The purposes of this section are to encourage arel desirable
investment, protect the investments of existingpprty owners and increase property
values in the MidTown Commercial District (hereitesfthe “District”) by:

1. establishing baseline mandatory building sta&ldo enhance the quality of
construction and streetscapes within the District;

2. developing incentives (which include more fldgilzoning options, increased
density allowances, increased maximum building Heigenhanced parking
factors, and waived local flood standards) thatl witrease the overall market
attractiveness of the properties within the Distrand

3. encouraging mixed, higher density uses, andllia+id street front development
within the District.

Applicability.

1. This ordinance shall apply to that area eastlaton Road’s intersection with
Rigdon Road to the south and Dell Drive to the motd Macon Road’'s
intersection with 1-185. See Figure 2.5.20.1 (e Town Commercial District
is shown in green).

2. This ordinance shall apply to new constructiod aedevelopment within the
District.
3. No building, structure or use shall be establishexcept in compliance with the

provisions of this Ordinance and the Unified Deyahent Ordinance.



C. Definitions

1. Outdoor storage and loading areas are defindtica® spaces not enclosed by
four (4) walls and a roof that are used for theegje and/or sale of merchandise
or placing or storage of service vehicles, trajléosklifts, equipment, containers,
crates, pallets, materials, recyclables, and/ghtra

2. Redevelopment is defined as the demolition aéxasting building and rebuilding
on the site or the expansion of the gross squatade of building’s or a site’s
physical development by 50 percent or greater, ftbendate of the ordinance
inception.

E. General Development Standards

1. Building & Development Standards.

Drive-thru windows and all vehicular queuinglsba placed to the rear
or side of the building, and should not be locanathin 25 feet of the

sidewalk along Macon Road and within 6 feet ofgltewalk of any other
road within the MidTown Commercial District (GreBistrict).

Fencing, Walls and Hedges. Fences and wallslsh@omposed of iron,
black aluminum, stone, masonry, concrete (excludingpwever,

unfinished concrete blocks) or painted/stained @ wood. Chain
link fencing shall not be permitted, except (i) inehbuilding structures;
(i) where limited in height to eight (8) feet, afid) where the chain link
fencing is black in color with a minimum three {8dt in depth landscape
buffer and screened with evergreen vegetation, hwiias a minimum
mature height of six (6) feet.

Required Yards.

I. All buildings fronting Macon Road shall have annmum setback
from the right-of-way of six feet and a maximumbseatk of forty-
five (45) feet; however, an owner/developer may tpplace a
twenty (20) foot landscape zone six feet off thghtiof-way
frontage dedicated to the building or buildingssstue in lieu of
the maximum setback of forty-five (45) feet. Thesnty (20) foot
landscape buffer shall comply with Type C OptioBUffer as set
forth in Table 4.5.2 of the Uniform Development dwhce.

il. A minimum six (6) foot landscape zone is reggireither between
the road and the sidewalk (as may be negotiated avijpprovided
by the controlling governmental authority) or beénehe sidewalk
and the building structure or parking lot. In srstes where a
building structure is built at the minimum 6 foogtilsack, the
required landscape zone may be substituted witliomtesidewalk
clear zone (in addition to the mandatory six (&tfsidewalk) for
additional pedestrian passage. Any twenty (20X faodscape
zone, as allowed above, shall be inclusive of dugiired minimum
six (6) foot landscape zone.

Number of Structures on a Lot.

(i) Portable structures existing or in use mantsixty (60) days shall be
prohibited.

(i) One fully inhabitable dwelling accessory laliigs per lot shall be
permitted without regard to lot size, limited to mmre than 1,000 sq. ft.
and shall be allowed to be rented.

Gasoline/Service Stations. Gasoline and serstiagons shall place all
fuel dispensing, service canopies and service eltoys to the rear or side
of the building and away from the street. Saidlitses and associated
gueuing shall not be located within 25 feet of sfdewalk.

Materials. The following exterior facade matdsi are prohibited in this
District:

I. Ceramic tile, except that up to twenty perce2zi%) of the wall
may incorporate ceramic tile as an accent;

il. Pre-engineered metal buildings with exposedefasr metal siding;
iii. Aluminum siding;

iv. Vinyl siding;

V. Mirrored/reflective glass curtain walls or othreflective material;
and

Vi. Unfinished concrete masonry units or unfinisiiédup concrete
walls.

2. Off-street Parking:

Structured Parking Facilities. Parking deckallsbonceal automobiles
from visibility and have the appearance of a hartabstoried building on
all levels. Parking structures shall be faceduiirdepth brick, stone, cast
stone, or pre-case concrete faced in or havingagpearance of brick or
stone.

Reduced Parking. Parking requirements for tmeletlying zoning
classification may be reduced by up to 30% upona@ by the Planning
Department of a parking study. Approval of a rexjuior parking
requirement reduction shall not be unreasonabligheid.

Shared Parking. Cumulative parking requiremefds mixed-use

occupancies or shared facilities may be furtheuced where it can be
determined that the peak requirements of the skwecapancies occur at
different times (either daily or seasonally), treduction methods and
accompanying submittal requirements are outlinethis section. In all

cases, a shared parking operations plan must lpaneck and submitted to
the Planning Department showing that parking spatest conveniently
serve the land uses intended, directional signageovided if appropriate,
and pedestrian links are direct and clear. Oresparking spaces wholly
adjacent to the property may be included in theuired minimum.

Flood Zone Incentive. Non-residential propertigthin the Commercial District
shall comply with Federal Flood Abatement Standalilg are exempted from
local Flood Abatement Standards.
